Acting out…identity theft !!
Identity theft is grouped into the following categories:

· Employment Fraud, Loan Fraud, and Government Fraud
· Bank Fraud and Utilities Fraud
· Credit Card Fraud (most common)
· Other- Medical and other miscellaneous items

· Online/Email Fraud

You have been asked by law enforcement officials to act out and explain two crimes identity theft scenarios to bring awareness to the nature of each crime and what someone could do to prevent this crime from happening to him/her.
Directions:

1. Power Point presentation 

Create a brief introduction of your crime in a power point.  This will be presented to the class where they will take notes on the following items below. 

· Create 1-2 power point slides (per identity theft crime) detailing:

A. What is the name of your identity theft?

B. Explain the theft process/what is done, etc.
C. What are the punishment(s) for the crime? (I have a handout for this)
D. What category (from above listed categories) is this crime?

E. List 3 tips someone could do to prevent themselves from being a victim of this identity theft crime – AND/OR- what someone can do after it occurs (There are several “identity theft tip” links on my website.  Go to savitskie.weebly.com, go to the Intro to Business tab and look under “links”.  Or google tips yourself)
2.  Role play/skit

Two of the three group members will be role playing 2 identity theft crimes (each will be done separately) that you will pick randomly from a bowl, while the third group member narrates the scenario.  

Skit requirements:

· Two of your members will act out the identity theft crime you were assigned

· This must clearly portray the crime

· There is no time limit

· If it makes it more believable use props!   For example: you could make a knife out of construction paper 
· Your group is welcome to use anything from my room for props
· You can change roles for the two crimes- you don’t have to have the same narrator for each skit

· The third member will narrate the activities taking place
· An example:  In this scene Shantanique is walking down the street with her purse carelessly on her shoulder.  Jordan seizes the opportunity to snatch up her purse and he now has access to all her credit cards and checks….
· You can use note cards, scripts, etc.
