Class Policies

It is expected that all assignments be turned in on time and free of spelling and grammatical errors. Per Bradford policy late assignments are no longer accepted.  

All assignments must be the student’s own work. References to others’ work require citations in APA or MLA Style. Copying of other work, even with citation, is plagiarism and is not acceptable.

Additional Policies
1. Insubordination:  Deliberate refusal to follow a reasonable request or order by me.  Consequences:   Refer to student handbook
2. Disrespect towards myself or another classmate: To use inappropriate voice tone, voice level, language, insinuations, mockery, gestures, threats, intimidation, etc.  Consequences:   Refer to student handbook

3. Profanity or obscenities:  The use of abusive, vulgar, irreverent, lewd, or indecent conduct, including gestures, pictures, stories or language.  Consequences:   Refer to student handbook

4. Skipping class/Loitering:  Being out of class during instructional time without a pass, arriving 5 or more minutes late to class without a pass, or attending class without proper authorization.   
Consequences:   Refer to student handbook
5. Fighting.  Consequences:   Refer to student handbook
6. Cell phone usage:  Possessing or using a cell phone for any purpose during school hours.  Consequences:  Warning and confiscation of phone, confiscation of phone and return to parent or guardian after 24 hours, phone kept by Bradford Academy for remaining of year, up to 1 days out of school suspension

7. Although students are traveling from different pods to come to class, students must be on time.  A tardy will result in a Friday detention.  

8. No gum, food or beverages in class.  This includes candy. No sleeping in class.  This means NO HEADS DOWN!  NO EXCEPTIONS!

9. No combing hair or putting on make-up.  If this becomes a problem the comb/brush and/or make-up will be taken away and a parent or guardian will be called to pick up the item(s).

10. You must sit in your assigned seat or you will be marked absent.

11. Do not get up at any time during class unless you have permission.  For example:  If your pencil breaks in the middle of class, raise your hand and ask permission before sharpening it.

12. Book bags, purses, and coats are not to be brought to class.

13. The uniform policy will be enforced.  Refer to student handbook

14. Talking when I am talking or when your classmate is answering a question will not be tolerated.  Not only is this rude and disrespectful, but I cannot teach when students are talking amongst themselves and not paying attention.

Per Bradford policy, late assignments are NOT accepted.  

Only work submitted on or before the due date will be graded and receive full credit; late assignments will not be accepted. Exceptions will be made only for absences. In event you are absent on the day the work was assigned, you are responsible for collecting the missed work, and submitting on the date communicated by the instructor. If absent on the day the work is due, you will be fully expected to submit the assignment upon your return.

Homework

There will be homework at least twice a week in this class.  Homework will vary from vocabulary assignments, to quiz and test reviews, to studying for quizzes and tests, to law cases, etc.  Homework must be turned in on the due date.  If you are absent the day a homework assignment was assigned it is your responsibility to ask for the missing work from the day you were absent.  You will be given as many days as you were absent to make up that particular homework assignment.
