Items that must be included on your poster:

1. Using the word “SMART” or “CREDIT” you are going to use it as an acronym to teach about credit. Using the letters of either word you will write a sentence that will start with the letters of either word to teach about the negatives or positives of credit.  YOU WILL NEED TO USE YOUR BOOK. (15 points)
 For example:

S- Special offers can be a benefit of a credit card.

M- Making one late payment can affect your credit score.

A- Always pay your bills on time.

R- Read your credit report at least one a year!

T- Take a minute and think before you purchase an item with a credit card.

Or

C- Caution! Use credit wisely

R- Realize that credit is not free

E- Examine many credit card alternatives before signing on the dotted line

D- Debt is the entire amount you owe to lenders

I- Identify theft can happen to you if you are not careful!

T- The Fair Debt Collection Act protects the lender and allows them to seize back     

      merchandise if you do not pay back the debt you owe.
