Create a collage using Google Docs that answers all the above questions and includes the following:

Text box info (put # 1 and #2 in a text box- FOLLOW THE STEPS ON THE BACK OF THIS PAPER TO ADD TEXT BOXES)

1. YOUR NAME (5 points)

2. At least 7 different interests, concerns, etc that express your identity (7 points)

a. You can represent these using pictures, clipart, or words

Pictures: (follow the steps on the back to add pictures)
3. At least 5 different pictures from google images 

4. At least 3 different clip art pictures 

5. A picture of you (5 points) 

Borders, fonts, font sizes: (follow the steps on the back to add borders, change fonts, and font sizes)

6. Use at least 5 different borders around your text boxes (5 points)
7. Use at least 6 different fonts (4 points)
8. Use at least 4 different font sizes (2 points)

Auto Shapes:  (follow the steps on the back to add auto shapes)
9. Use 5 different auto shapes with an adjective that describes yourself in each (6 points)

To add a text box:

1. Click “insert”

2. Click “drawing”

3. Click the T with the box around it

4. Click somewhere on your paper

To change the border:

1. Put the mouse on the outside of the border

2. Click the 3 lines on the toolbar

3. Choose a line weight

4. Click the other 3 lines on the toolbar

5. Choose a line dash

To change the color of the border

1. Put the mouse on the outside of the border

2. Click the pen with the line under it that is on the toolbar

3. Choose a color

To change the font style:

1. Highlight the words you want to change

2. Click “more” on the toolbar

3. Click the font (for more fonts, click “more fonts”)

When you are done, click the blue “save and close” box in the right hand corner 

To add an auto shape

1. Go to “insert”, then “drawing”

2. Click on the circle (shape), choose a shape, arrow, or callout

3. Put the shape somewhere on your document

4. To write your adjective inside, double click on your shape- you should now have a cursor and can begin typing

5. To change the border around the shape, follow the above steps like you did for your text boxes

6. Click save and close when done.
