PRODUCTS THAT CHANGED THE WORLD
In this lesson, we will be focusing on the “product/service management” function (one of the 7 functions).  As a review, the product/service management function involves obtaining, developing, maintaining and improving a good ors service over time.  The marketing strategy will depend on what phase of the life cycle it is in (new, mature, obsolete).  The management aspect of this function is organizing, running, supervising, and changing the product throughout its lift cycle to keep it current, relevant, and in demand.  In this project you will be focusing on these parts of the product/service management function to understand how a product/service can change throughout its life cycle. 

Assignment: You and a partner (or a group of 3- no more than 3!) will research the history of a revolutionary product/service, which changed the way we operate or think or “do business”. You will prepare a professional presentation outlining the history of this product and how it has "revolutionized” the market. Your product may be anything from the pet rock to the computer chip. 

Include in your presentation: 
1) The history of the product/service- (Some items to include: when did it “change the world”, what were peoples reactions”, etc) (10 points)
2) The current nature of the product/service (5 points)
3) Products/services that were later developed as a result (for example sliced bread then brought to the market sliced cheese, etc) (10 points)
4) Was it the beginning of a new company? Be thorough in your investigation. (10 points)
5) Explanation of the challenges of marketing the product in the early stages (10 points)
6) Who first developed the product? (5 points)
7) How has the product/service changed over the years? (10 points)

8) Where do you see this product 10 years from now and 50 years from now- how will it change- will it still exist? BE CREATIVE IN YOUR IDEAS! (15 points)

9) How hard do you think it will be to continue the success of this product/service?  

10) Do you think it will be more expensive or less?  Why? (5 points)

11) In your presentation somehow incorporate a visual of YOUR current product/service into your presentation.  Examples:  If you choose post-it notes, perhaps you built a collage of your info using post-its; make something out of duct tape; make your presentation all in hash tags for Twitter; Do a radio ad if you chose radio, toy cars if you choose automobile, etc).  The more creative, the more points you will receive (I will also compare each groups visual to see whose was the best- this will earn you bonus points in addition to the 20 points) (20 points)

12) Worked as a team, didn’t waste time, professionalism (10 points)
13) Spelling/grammar/ (10 points)
14) Knowledge of product, prepared (10 points)

15) Use of marketing terminology in your presentation (use of at least 10 marketing terms throughout your presentation) (10 points)

16) Accuracy of all information and at least 3 pictures of your product or service (10 points)

TOTAL:  150 POINTS! (This will count as an assessment grade from chapter 1)

· Use Google slides to structure your presentation

· The only text that you can have on your slides will be in the slide titles, and then only 3-5 bulleted lists of items to help you with your organization of ideas.  YOU MUST NOT JUST READ FROM YOUR SLIDES.  PRACTICE, PRACTICE, PRACTICE. 

· Your presentation should not last over 5 minutes
 How do use Google Slides:

1. 1 person will login to the Chromebook using the email that I have assigned each of you (this is:  yourfirstnamelastname@bradfordacademy.com.  For example: Tyron Shaw’s email address is:  tyronshaw@bradfordacademy.com.   If you have a hyphen or apostrophe, a second last name, a junior, third, etc, this is NOT in your email address.  I kept it simple and easy.

2. Go to the bottom left hand icon and click on Google Slides

3. Click the yellow + on the bottom right hand side.  Choose a theme, get started.

4. To save, click “Share”, then name your slides, then when the “share with others” box pops up, type in my email address (sgraham@bradfordacademy.com) -- my email should pop up after the first 3 letters.  Then click “done”.  THIS SAVES IN YOUR GOOGLE DRIVE!


To submit:

1.  Download the Google Classroom app (go the bottom left hand icon, go to “web store”.  In the search box type “Google Classroom”.  Download the app when it pops up.  Then double click to open the Google Classroom app.  Scroll down a tiny bit, and click I am a “student”.  Click the + and then add in the classroom code for assigned to your specific class:  2nd hour:  i6460eo       3rd hour:  uwof5w

2.  Click on the assignment “Products that Changed the World”.  Then click “add” from “Google Drive”, click on your Google Slides presentation, click “add”, then you MUST CLICK “TURN IN!”
