Reality Television Show Assignment 
Chapter 3 Assessment– 250 Points

As a group, you are going to design and develop a new reality television show  for a specific target market.  You all are the marketing team that is asked to develop the marketing mix, the promotional mix, and specifically the online marketing you are going to use.  You will also sell your idea in a persuasive manner to the rest of the class. In total, you have 5 tasks ahead of you – each having their own marketing aspects.

1. Design & develop the show with the marketing mix (4 P’s)

2. Explain in detail, what your promotion for this new reality show will be.
3. Create an online marketing campaign and an online banner.
4. Explain, in detail, your target market 
5. Present show to a network (Mrs. Graham and rest of class) – in a persuasive manner to encourage a network to carry the show (think a Shark Tank “pitch”.)

You must highlight each of the following components in your presentation:

1.  Marketing Mix! Product, place, price, promotion! (60 points)
Product: (3 points per question, those who an * are 6 points a piece)

· *What kind of Reality TV show is it? Explain this in detail!

· How many contestants will you have?

· What types of people will be on it? 

· What will your show be called?
· *What is the basic idea or storyline for your program? 

· *What makes this show different from those that are currently on the air? 
· *WHY WILL PEOPLE WATCH IT?
Place: (3 points per question)
· Where will your show take place? 
· During what time of day or night do you suggest this show to be broadcast? 

· For how many days, weeks, or months should the show last? 

· To which network are you pitching this reality TV show to?
Price: (5 points)

· Think about production (writers, producers, set development, camera crew, music editors, casting directors, etc, etc, etc.).  How much do you think your program will cost PER EPISODE  to produce?  Just an FYI:  a typical episode runs from about $100,000- $500,000

2.   Promotional Mix!  Sales promotion, advertising, personal selling and publicity (80 pts)
Sales Promotion (30 points)
· Detail the sales promotions you plan on having to get people to know and watch your new reality TV show (20 points)

· You have $10,000 just for your sales promotions.  Go to http://www.4imprint.com/tag/3523/Under-$1 and make a list of the type of promotions you are going to buy, how many, and the total cost (should not go over $10,000).

Total promotional cost:

Advertising- 30 points
· List and explain 3 forms of advertising you plan to do to let your target market know about your show.  You need to show a sample of one of the forms of advertising.  You can do a commercial story board (attached) for one of your forms.  If you create your own viewable TV commercial an extra 20 points will be given.  You can also create your own radio ad and act it out for 15 extra points.

Personal Selling: 10 points
· What form of personal selling do you plan to do to let people know about your new show?

Publicity: 20 points
· What do you plan on doing to create publicity for your show?  Give a detailed account of what your publicity plan is (example:  one of the contestants will be on “Ellen”.)

3.  Online Marketing: (35 points)

· Explain 3 online marketing tools you will use (refer to your notes) (15 points)

· Create an online banner ad to advertise your reality show on visme.co (20 points)

To sign up:

1. Go to visme.co and click “sign up”

2.  Click “banner ads”.

3. Choose one of the banner ads available
4.  Click on the white sheet to get started

To submit:  

1. Take a screen shot of your completed banner ad  (Shift + Control + the funny looking button above the 6)

2. Go to Google Classroom 

3. Submit your completed screen shot under the title Online Banner ad (you will have to upload the screen shot).  

4. Be sure to click “turn in”!
5. Target Market: (25 points)

· Must indicate the target market for your show 
· Specifically indicate the demographics, psychographics, and geographics

· Must indicate the compelling reason(s) why your target market would watch it, get others to watch it and watch it religiously each week

6.  Presentation: (25 points)

You will be presenting your reality TV show in a “pitch style” format.  The more creative you can be, the more points you will get.  You want to persuade the investors (Mrs. Graham and hopefully I can get some other teachers in to watch the pitches) to invest in you and help you get onto the network of your choice.

Be sure to have the 3 the samples of the three forms of advertising you chose (out of your 5 advertisements)

Examples of items you could use for your presentation:  Prezi, Google Slides, Powtoon, create  your own video, create a skit, pretend your interviewing the “creators” of the show and the “creators” will answer the questions, and so much more.  You are not limited to just these items.

BE CREATIVE!  Make sure all the elements above are in your pitch.  I will not be asking questions to confer
