Class Policies

All policies stated in the Student Handbook of Bradford Academy High School will be adhered to.  

If a student must miss a class due to illness or demands of family or employment, please contact the instructor in advance if possible. If because of the nature of the emergency you cannot contact the instructor in advance, please contact him/her as soon as possible after class. It is your responsibility to make up any missed work.

It is assumed that a Bradford student will take on the roles of active independent learner and scholar.

It is expected that all assignments be turned in on time and free of spelling and grammatical errors. Per Bradford policy late assignments are no longer accepted.  

All assignments must be the student’s own work. References to others’ work require citations in APA or MLA Style. Copying of other work, even with citation, is plagiarism and is not acceptable.
Additional Policies
1. Tardy- 3 tardies (non consecutive) will result in an after school detention..  A tardy is defined as not being in class when the bell rings.  3 tardies= 1 absence.

2. 10 unexcused absences = no credit for the class per Bradford policy.
3. Be RESPECTFUL  and RESPONSBILE 

I truly feel that if this rule is followed then the following rules will not need to be addressed.  If the following behaviors do occur, however, the consequences will be followed per the student handbook.

4. Insubordination:  Deliberate refusal to follow a reasonable request or order by me.  Consequences:   Refer to student handbook
5. Disrespect towards myself or another classmate: To use inappropriate voice tone, voice level, language, insinuations, mockery, gestures, threats, intimidation, etc.  Consequences:   Refer to student handbook

6. Profanity or obscenities:  The use of abusive, vulgar, irreverent, lewd, or indecent conduct, including gestures, pictures, stories or language.  Consequences:   Refer to student handbook

7. Skipping class/Loitering:  Being out of class during instructional time without a pass, arriving 5 or more minutes late to class without a pass, or attending class without proper authorization.   
Consequences:   Refer to student handbook
8. Fighting.  Consequences:   Refer to student handbook
9. Cell phone usage:  Per Bradford Policy:  During any period of the instructional day all students are PROHIBITED from having an active cell phone on their person.  Consequences:  Confiscation of phone.  
10. No gum, food or beverages in class.  This includes candy.
11. No sleeping in class.  This means NO HEADS DOWN!  NO EXCEPTIONS!

12. No combing hair or putting on make-up.  If this becomes a problem the comb/brush and/or make-up will be taken away and a parent or guardian will be called to pick up the item(s).

13. You must sit in your assigned seat or you will be marked absent.

14. Book bags, purses, and coats are not to be brought to class.

15. The uniform policy will be enforced.  Refer to student handbook

16. Talking when I am talking or when your classmate is answering a question will not be tolerated.  Not only is this rude and disrespectful, but I cannot teach when students are talking amongst themselves and not paying attention.

Detention Policy

Per Bradford Policy students will be issued a detention for habitual tardiness to class, disruptive behavior, uniform infractions and violating classroom rules or student code of conduct.

Detention will be held EVERY Tuesday- Thursday in  room 109 (my room) from 2:15-3:00.

Failure to show up for the detention WILL result in a SUSPENSION. 

Late Work

Late assignments will ONLY be accepted on a per student, per assignment basis- with exceptions being illness, a death, or an event that is communicated to me before the due date 

Make-up Work
If you are absent or suspended, you have as many days as you missed to get your missed work into me.  For example, if you are absent one day, you have one day to get your missed classwork/homework in.  If you are absent two days, you have two days to get your work in, etc.

You are responsible to find out what work you missed while you were absent/suspended.  There is a designated location for missed work, set up by day.  Each assignment is also posted online at grahamwebsite@weebly.com.  It is YOUR responsibility to pick this work up.  I will be more than happy to explain any missed assignments, please come to me before school, after school or the last five minutes of class in order for me to do so.  It is then your responsibility to hand in that assignment within the designated time period.  Any homework/class work that is NOT handed into me in the designated time period will become a zero.  

Homework

There will be homework at least twice a week in this class.  Homework will vary from vocabulary assignments, to quiz and test reviews, to studying for quizzes and tests, supplemental information on a specific topic.  Homework must be turned in on the due date.  If you are absent the day a homework assignment was assigned it is your responsibility to ask for the missing work from the day you were absent.

Internet Use Policy 

Bradford Academy adheres to the federal requirements and guidelines stipulated under Title XVII-Children’s Internet Protection Act.  

A.  Educational Purpose

The Bradford Academy Internet system is limited to education purposes.  Activities that are acceptable include classroom activities, career development, and high-quality personal research.  Bradford Academy has the right to place reasonable restrictions on material you access or post through the system.  You are expected to follow the rules set forth in Bradford Academy disciplinary code and the law in your use of the network.

B.  Internet Management

Embracing the Internet as a critical and essential component in today’s world is essential if our students are to become functional members of society.  The benefits attained by the advancement of technology bring with it associated costs and a wide range of risks, in particular, the exposure of student to inappropriate material and people.  As part of our commitment to Internet security, we offer a firewall. The firewall has the ability to block objectionable material and captures the window when questionable material is accessed. 

C.  Unacceptable Use

The following uses are considered unacceptable:

1. Personal Safety and Personal Privacy

Students will not post personal contact information.  This includes students address, school address, telephone number, and name on the Internet.  This includes other people as well as the students.  Students will promptly disclose to the teacher any message or website that is inappropriate or makes students feel uncomfortable.

2.  Illegal Activities

Students will not attempt to gain unauthorized access to Bradford Academy Network or to any other system through the network beyond authorized access.  Students will not attempt to deliberately disrupt the computer system or destroy data by spreading computer viruses or by any other means.  Students will not use the network to engage in any other illegal act, such as arranging for illegal activities or threatening the safety of other people.

3.  System Security

No software is to be downloaded on the computer at any time without explicit consent of the system administrator.

4. Inappropriate language

Restrictions against inappropriate language apply to public messages, private messages, and material posted on Web pages.  Students will not use obscene, profane, vulgar, rude, threatening or disrespectful language.  Students will not post information that could cause damage or a danger of disruption.  Students will not engage in personal attacks, including prejudicial or discriminatory attacks.  Students will not harass another person.  Students will not knowingly post false or defamatory information about another person or organization.

5. Respecting Resources

Using the computer systems and Internet is a privilege.  Students need to respect the computer by using it appropriately.

6. Plagiarism/Copyright

Students will not plagiarize works that you find on the Internet.  Plagiarism is taking the ideas or writing of others and presenting them as if they were your own.  Students will respect of rights of copyright owners.

7.  Inappropriate Access to Material

Students will not access material that is designated for adult use only or is profane or obscene, that advocates illegal or dangerous acts, or discrimination towards other people.

If students mistakenly access information, they should immediately tell the teacher.  This will protect students against a claim that they have intentionally violated the rules.

By signing the consent and waiver form, the student agrees to abide by these policies. The student also understands that violation of these policies will result in revocation of Internet privileges. The student and parent/guardian must sign this agreement after they have discussed these rights and responsibilities together.
